Applicants will be advised by 21st March   if they have been successful or not in securing an interview for the bursary award.  

Interviews will be held mid August post exam results.
Applicants on the short list will be required to inform the Trust through their school of their examination results with five days of receipt. Confirmation is also required at the same time of unconditional acceptance on a qualifying engineering course at Glasgow or Strathclyde University.

The qualifying engineering courses are: Aeronautical Engineering; Civil Engineering; Chemical Engineering; Electrical Engineering; Mechanical Engineering and Naval Architecture.

The successful candidate will be advised of their bursary award by the 31st August.
The successful applicant will receive the first of two equal instalments of the bursary by cheque at the start of the first academic semester i.e. the middle of September 2022. The second payment will be made at the beginning of the second semester i.e. first week in January 2023.
Payment of each instalment, after the initial payment, will depend on satisfactory academic performance over the previous term and subject to the continuation of the engineering course.

The bursary will continue to be paid for the duration of the course and for the minimum time required to graduate.  The bursary will be subject to an inflationary increase every 2 years and will be in line with UK levels of inflation over the preceding period.
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
